Christine Jenkins invested $100,000 to create the very first video for the general public to learn Sign Language, called “How to Talk to a Person Who Can’t Hear”.  Released in the Fall of 1996, it remains the most popular learning tool for beginning and intermediate Sign Language. Winner of a Media Access Award,  US Film & Video Festival Awards, & Parents Choice Awards. 

Miss Jenkins and her Deaf production partner, Anthony Natale, a native Signer, who stars in the video (now as a DVD titled “Sign Language for Everyone!”) are credited with bridging the gap between the deaf and the hearing, and making Sign Language a fun and fascinating communication skill.

Her first big public event was producing The Martha’s Vineyard Sign Language Heritage Event - gathering historians & performers nation-wide to enlighten the island residents of their unique history with Sign Language.
